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From Me To You 

In the book, “Twelve Keys to an Effective Church:  The Leaders’ Guide”, Kennon Callahan lists four 
“Invitational Questions” that are important for congregations and congregational leaders to ask. 
 
Question #1:  Where are we headed? 
 This question confirms that we can look to the future.  The wrong question is: “Where have 
we been”?  That would have invited us to look to the past.  The church that looks to the past does not 
see God.  God is not in the past.  God has moved on to the present and to the future.  The church that 
looks to the future sees God.  God goes before our church, inviting our church to the future that God 
has both promised and prepared. 
 
Question #2:  What kind of future are we building for our familie s?  Our community?  Our 
world?  Our church?  
 Effective planning is concerned with the lives and destinies of families, friends and the 
many people who will be helped by our church in the years to come.  Likewise, the church is con-
cerned about the character and quality of life in the community.  There is a direct correlation between 
the strength of the strongest churches in a community and the character and quality of life in that 
community.  The stronger the strongest churches in that community, the stronger the character and 
quality of life in that community.  This question invites us to move past a preoccupation with the tra-
ditional three M’s of the church—maintenance, money, and membership.  What is it that we can do to 
improve the quality of life for families, our community, our world and our church? 
 
Question #3:  What are our strengths, gifts, and competencies?   
 The church that claims its strengths claims God; the church that claims its strengths claims 
God’s gifts.  The church that claims its strengths claims the ways in which God has been living and 
moving and working among this congregation for many years.  We are who we are, with what 
strengths, gifts, and competencies we have, as gifts from God. 
 The church that denies its strengths denies God.  Some people suffer from low self-esteem, 
thinking more poorly of themselves than they have a right to, and in this they deny God—they deny 
God’s gifts.  Likewise some churches suffer from low self-esteem and think more poorly of them-
selves than they have a right to.  And they deny God—they deny God’s gifts.   Whatever strengths, 
gifts, competencies we have, we have as God’s gifts.   
 
Question #4:  What is God calling us to accomplish in mission? 
 The question here does not ask what “we” want to do.  The question begins with “God”—
what is God calling us to accomplish?  The focus of the question is on accomplishments and achieve-
ments, not on activities and doings.   The question asks, What is God calling us to accomplish in mis-
sion, i.e. for the sake of the advancement of God’s kingdom, God’s agenda, God’s purposes? 
 God invites us to see that the day of mission is at hand.  Those churches that continue to 
behave as though this were the churched culture of the 1950s will do one thing predictably well—
they will become stable and declining or dying churches.  Those churches that have discovered that 
we live on one of the richest mission fields on earth will reach out on behalf of Christ to serve the 
human hurts and hope of countless people.   Christ is inviting us now—to share his life—in mission 
to those around us.

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On the Resignation of Nicholas Davis: A Letter from the Church Council 
 
On January 31, 2011, the Governor of the State of Illinois signed a law making civil unions legal for same-sex 
couples in the State, with the law to take effect on June 1, 2011.  The Northern Illinois Synod of the Evangeli-
cal Lutheran Church in America (of which Shepherd of the Hill is a member congregation) responded to this 
situation, and in mid-May sent a letter from Bishop Wollersheim delegating responsibility to individual con-
gregations for making a choice on permitting same-sex civil union ceremonies in their churches.  Pastors were 
authorized, but not required, to solemnize civil unions, as they are now authorized (but not required) to per-
form marriages between a woman and a man. 
 
Immediately after the State law took effect, Nicholas Davis submitted a request to Pastor Dealey to solemnize 
his relationship with his partner, Kevin Carroll.   Both Nicholas’ and Kevin’s home churches had declined to 
conduct such a ceremony, and they were anxious to have the ceremony performed.  This imposed a great de-
gree of urgency on making a policy decision for Shepherd of the Hill.  The responsibility for the decision thus 
fell upon the Church Council.  After a period of prayerful deliberation, the Council members met on June 21 
and voted to adopt a policy against the use of the Church for civil unions between same-sex couples and at the 
same time precluded any Pastor of Shepherd of the Hill from officiating in such rites.  The vote was not unani-
mous (8-3), and it was recognized that, within the congregation, there are a variety of perspectives on the issue 
of civil unions.  Nevertheless, it was deemed that the position would represent that of the majority of the mem-
bers of the congregation. 
 
On June 27, Nicholas Davis submitted a letter of resignation as church organist, effective July 18.  We deeply 
regret that Nicholas felt that he was forced into that action, and we will miss his wonderful God-given musical 
talents and buoyant personality.  His resignation stimulated a number of heartfelt letters from members of the 
congregation, many of whom were concerned with the loss of such an accomplished organist.  As to concerns 
that we as a congregation are discriminating against Nicholas and Kevin, and by implication against all homo-
sexuals, we found no instances in which they were treated with anything but respect and kindness by members 
of the congregation.  We are a caring community of believers who are trying to live our lives as Jesus would 
have us do so, with love for all of our neighbors regardless of race, creed, or sexual orientation.  The policy 
decision by the Church Council was strictly based on principles, not on the personalities of any of those in-
volved.  We were guided by the position embodied in the ELCA constitution, “This church accepts the canoni-
cal Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments as the inspired Word of God and the authoritative source and 
norm of its proclamation, faith, and life.”

The program will officially begin at 6:00, preceded by patriotic music provided by choir members of LTHS, beginning at 5:45, under 
the direction of Chad Goetz. 
 
The program will be comprised of an evening of pure Americana, beginning with an introduction and welcome by John Lukasik, 
president of the board of education of LTHS. The colors of the flag will be posted by members of the ROTC with assistance by the 
VFW, American Legion, Lockport Police, Lockport Fire Department, and others. 
 
Mayor Dev Trivedi and Dr. Garry Raymond, superintendent of LTHS will also give a welcome. The Star Spangled Banner will be 
led by choir members of LTHS.  A presentation of patriotic music will also be given by the high school choir. 
 
Opening Prayer will be given by Rev. Dr. Robert Dealey, Closing Prayer given by Rev. Richard House. 
 
A Freedom choir will present two patriotic hymns, “The Battle Hymn Of The Republic directed by Christina Grinius and “America, 
The Torch Of Liberty”, directed by Reno Caneva. Jim Stephenson will accompany the choirs as well as instrumentalists from Lock-
port High School. There is one evening of rehearsal left for people to join in singing these patriotic hymns; Thursday, September 8th, 
6:30 in the choir room of Lockport East High School. 
 
The Junior Freedom Choir will be presenting a song of heroes. This choir will be comprised of children from area schools and is 
being coordinated by Sarah Randolph of Kelvin Grove Grade School, along with conductors of area grade schools. 
 
The audience will hear a short presentation from the winner of the VFW contest “Voice of Freedom”, on the subject of heroes. 
 
Next will be our guest speaker, Captain Duane Caneva, USN, graduate of Lockport Twp High School and Kelvin Grove Grade 
School; He is a graduate of the University of Chicago; the Pritzker School of Medicine; and the National War College in Washing-
ton, D.C. He is Board Certified in Emergency Medicine and has served in Okinawa, Japan, Fallujah, Iraq, Medical Officer to the 
Navy Seals, Medical Officer on the nuclear submarine USS Kentucky, and various components of Homeland Security.  He presently  
oversees the Emergency Management Force Health Protection, Critical Infrastructure Protection, and Chemical, Biological, Radio-
logical, and Nuclear (CBRN) programs implemented across Navy Medicine’s hospitals and clinics. 
 
The evening will end with a patriotic touch of music, prayer, and solemnity, to contemplate respect for our flag, passion for our free-
dom, and gratitude for our liberty. 
 
The Lockport Fish Food Pantry has been selected to receive all donations from those who attend the program.  Our goal is to raise 
$5,000.00 to be given to the Pantry. It is no secret that the food pantry has fed many more families this year than any year in its his-
tory.   Though no tickets will be sold, we ask that a donation by cash or check be made for those who attend. 100% of funds col-
lected go to the purchase of the food.

Upset by change? 
 

 Change is sometimes difficult (especially in the church), so it is helpful to put things into perspective.  In 1829, 
Martin Van Buren, then governor of New York, wrote to the President of the United States: 
 

 “The canal system of this country is being threatened by the spread of a new form of transportation known as 
‘railroads’…As you may well know, railroads are pulled at the enormous speed of 15 miles per hour by engines, which, 
in addition to endangering life and limb of passengers, roar and snort their way through the countryside.  The Almighty 
certainly never intended that people should travel at such breakneck speed.” 
 

 Imagine how humorous and strange it will sound 100 years from now when people hear about the changes we 
are “snorting and roaring” about now! 
 

DID YOU KNOW… 
· Although Shepherd of the Hill has more than 850 baptized members on its membership roster, in reality, those who 

are “resident members” (people who live in geographic proximity to the church) number 456? 
· Since 2006, there have been 160 “resident members” who have joined the congregation? 
· Since 2006, in addition there have been 45 baptisms of people who are “resident members”? (Four of whom are 

adults). 
· 205 (160 new members + 45 baptisms) of our current “resident members” (44.9%) have joined the congregation 

since 2006? 
· 7 out of 11 church council members have joined the church since 2006? 
· Throughout mainline Protestant denominations (including the Lutheran Church), on any given weekend, the average 

percentage of membership who attend weekly worship services is 23%?   (It was 33% in the 1960’s). 
· The 2011 average weekly worship attendance at Shepherd of the Hill is 202?   (If we have 456 resident members and 

202 of them attend worship on a weekly basis, our average percentage of membership at worship is 44.2%). 
· The three factors that have a negative impact our worship attendance are: 

1. More people travel for greater lengths of time than in the 1960’s. 
2. More people who are retired live elsewhere for part of the year. 
3. More high school graduates move away for educational and/or employment reasons. 

· Since 2006, there have been 32 funerals for church members? 
· Since 2006, there have been 44 persons who have transferred from Shepherd of the Hill? 
· We are grateful to God for your participation in the life and mission of the Church?  Thank you for your faithfulness.

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OFFERING UPDATE    

 

Pastor Dealey, Sharon Grabenhofer, Michele Koniewicz, Judy Matarelli, Lois Reil, Bob Schroll, and Sally Unmisig re-
cently met to discuss how offerings are received and recorded.  The following information may be helpful to you:   
 

1. If possible, please use your offering envelopes. This insures that you will receive an accurate accounting of your 
contributions for income tax purposes. 

2. If you wish to split your offering between the “General Fund” and another designated fund (e.g. Organ Fund, 
Fish Food Pantry, etc.), please be sure to include the amount that you wish to designate for each fund.  For ex-
ample, if you write a check for $100 and wish to designate $75 for the General Fund and $25 for the Organ 
Fund, please indicate that in writing on the envelope in the spaces provided.   You may also write separate 
checks for each designated fund, if you wish. 

3. You may use the “Organ Fund” envelopes for special gifts to the Organ Fund.   Please be sure to write your 
name and the amount on the outside of the envelope.  We request that you use “Organ Fund” envelopes for that 
purpose only! 

4. A number of people make regular contributions to the Organ Fund, but have not made a specific commitment to 
underwrite the cost of an organ key and/or pedal.  If you wish to make a commitment towards the purchase of an 
organ pedal, pedals cost $1,000 each.  To date, we have received commitments and/or gifts towards 24 of 32 
pedals (there are only 8 pedals left).  If you wish to make a commitment towards the purchase of an organ key, 
keys cost $500 each.  To date, we have received commitments and/or gifts towards 44 of 183 keys (there are 139 
keys left).   

Accounting Procedures: 
       A. General Fund/Organ Fund Offerings  

1. The Offering Counters will count and record the weekly offerings; however, they will deposit funds to all 
accounts, except the Organ Fund. 

2. On Monday, the Associate Parish Administrator will audit the weekly offering report, verify the offering 
totals, and forward a list of Organ Fund donors and amounts to the Financial Secretary and the Organ Fund 
Coordinator. 

3. The Parish Administrator will deposit Organ Fund offerings and then write one check (in the amount of the 
Organ Fund offerings received for the week) and give that information to the Financial Secretary and the 
Organ Fund Coordinator. 

         B. Anonymous Organ Fund Gifts 
 We recognize the fact that some people wish to give anonymously to the Organ Fund.  Here is the process that 
has been  established to allow that to happen: 
1. The donor (s)  come into the church office with their Organ Fund gift. 
2. The Parish Administrator/Associate Parish Administrator will fill out an Organ Fund offering (if this has not 

been done by the donor).  A copy of the check and the envelope will be made and the gift will be deposited. 
3. The Financial Secretary and the Organ Fund Coordinator will be informed of the total of all anonymous gifts 

received. 
          C. Memorial Gifts – as per the Memorial Gifts Guidelines 

1. As memorial gifts are received, they will be deposited by the Church Secretary and recorded by the Finan-
cial Secretary. 

2. Donors may specify their memorial gifts for “authorized designations”.  The Organ Fund is an “authorized 
designation”. 

3. The Church Secretary will send out acknowledgement cards to the donors and furnish a list of donors to the 
memorial-recipient family. 

4. The Organ Fund Coordinator will also receive a list of memorial gifts given.
