Dear sisters and brothers in Christ,

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EARLY HISTORY OF SHEPHERD OF THE HILL LUTHERAN CHUBH
LOCKPORT, ILLINOIS JANUARY 2010

Shepherd of the Hill Lutheran Church began itsistin as the result of a merger of Zion Lutheraigam-
ized in 1875 Swedish immigrants and Trinity Luthrecaiganized in 1932, as English speaking Luthehamah.

Actually the first founders of Zion were originglinembers of the Swedish Evangelical Lutheran Missi
Society, a year later The Swedish Christian EvaogleVlission Church, called their first pastor i874. Later it
would be known as the Swedish Covenant Church.

The first Swedes of note arrived here in 1868igi@ally 3 families arrived, obtained a tent anelil in it
for three months, the men beginning work in therges the next day after arrival. Their first wioiis activities
began in homes and soon were held in the Firsti@aphurch in downtown Lockport, now home of Cook&-
tions ice cream parlor in £0& Hamilton St. Visiting pastors came from Chicagaconduct services.

Zion was organized on February 20, 1875 in thehofMr. & Mrs. Henry Ostrom, with 44 names pre-
sented, the church becoming affiliated with the #stgna Synod. The original Augustana seminaryloceed in
Paxton, lll. Ironically Zion's first church wassallocated on 18St., the congregation purchasing the rear half of
John Sjogren's lot for $40.00. The building wasdsefor use by Christmas 1875.

The two Swedish churches were the central dyn&nie for the immigrants and their families. Zioad a
Swedish school taught by seminarians in the sumosgensibly to teach English as well as servinthaseart of
maintaining Swedish culture, aiding in the assitiolaof the Swedes into the melting pot of Americaiture.
Taft school would serve as the Swedish parochlaaicfor over 75 years, board members affiliatethwither
Zion or Covenant. All grocery stores were owned aperated by Swedes for the most part. The Vagmza-
tion served as the social outlook for “Swedetowsitavas known by nearby settlements.

The church board was comprised of deacons antkésis As far as is known, Raymond Anderson is the
only known member of our Lockport area who is &clidescendant of Nels Enberg, a charter memhé&pof
There are several families living near who are disect descendants of the charter members, tinesioGinger
Arvidson being one.

At the annual meeting of January 1876, it wasddibat the membership dues should be $5.00 foméyfa
$3.00 for an unmarried man and $2.00 for an une@dmsioman. The financial report for the first ybgitreasurer,
Henry Ostrom, showed the income to be $547.61etpenditures $540.19 and a debt of $435.36. Reaidrthe
