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EARLY HISTORY OF SHEPHERD OF THE HILL LUTHERAN CHUBH
LOCKPORT, ILLINOIS Chapter Two — March 2010

Prior to 1881 the church struggled as some oédrbker settlers left for other area. In the doenm
“Recollection” written by the renowned Dr. L. G. rdlnamson, he mentions preaching in Lockport anddrenm
1878 and later in Joliet. By 1881 the congregat#iready to hire a full time pastor. All praymeetings were
the responsibility of the Deacons, being held evidnyrsday evening as well as providing for Sundaysiip
whenever possible. In that year one of the famdeaninarians was called but died before beingliest.

In 1884 Pastor Victor Satterfield became the fiesident pastor, shared with Bethlehem Lutheraloiiet,
serving both parishes until 1887. Three yearsselduntil Pastor J. E. Rehnstrom answered thenca890. It
was he who requested a site for a parsonage aws&kr a new worship building. A site for the marage and
church was purchased at"l& Hamilton St. from Henry Stearns for $1800.00 8lyaafter this purchase, Pastor
Rehnstrom passed away.

In 1891 Rev. T.O. Linell answered the call anddbencil recommended a new church be built, theerer
stone laying taking place on December 17, 1891at Titst cornerstone is located on the right sileus Sanctu-
ary, facing the Shepherd Window, in the vestibuie1892 the church was dedicated. Pastor Lieslgned in
1896. Rev. O. T. Olander answered the call in Retof that year and left in February 1898, senmma€. O. To-
lin conducting summer school and in charge of Wiprservices, until Sept. 1898 when Rev. S. H. Naw@n-
swered Zion's call.

Upon reading other church histories of the penbdppears that most of the Protestant churchesimailar
problems of filling their pulpits, what with theuigal pay for pastors, the lack of suitable housing transportation
difficulties. Very few pastors came with horse dngjgy and bountiful resources for large families.

Rev Newman was exceedingly lea5ned and energdediad also been a student pastor at Zion. 1d 190
he gathered enough information regarding Swedishigration to publish a book written in Zion, trasugd in
English “Swedish People and Their Activities in kport”. In July 1904, Rev. Newman accepted atcadinother
congregation.

On August 18, 1904, a terrible storm passed through Lockpaith Vightening striking the church and
burning down the church along with the parsonafee Covenant church immediately invited memberZiofh to
use their church on Y& State Street for worship. Zion's church coumcitepted the offer and the congregation
voted unanimously to begin construction of a newrch building. A subscription committee was formdde
second cornerstone from this church is locatedrukthie Narthex door leading to the corridor contegrihe li-
brary. By Nov. 18, church services were being held in the basement.

Rev. J. D. Benton answered the call to Zion ind»elger, 1904. The church was dedicated on June 25,
1905. A copy of all who patrticipated in the come of the church and parsonage along with thdse donated
to the church is available in our library. The Issremarkable in that many names include predagitmembers of
our congregation in this year of 2010.

Thus by the early 1900's our congregation hadesgad many trials and temptations. It is withodibabt
that the Trustees and Deacons were hard presgedviole the leadership necessary for survival, whtt con-
cerns of the church debt, weddings, funerals, baystj confirmations, Sunday School and other coratidas of
the congregation. God provided all that was needed
