 The following is taken from “Marketing for Congregations:  Choosing to Serve People More Effec-
tively”: 
 

Common Characteristics of Successful Congregations 
 

 There are some congregations of every size and in every ecclesiastical body that are 
characterized by growth and expanding ministries.  One study discovered four things held in 
common by successful contemporary churches and synagogues, whether large or small: 
 
1. They know WHY they’re in business.  They have a clear sense of their mission.  They 
clearly see the role they play in the spiritual lives of their constituents and in serving human 
need in the community. 
2. They are person-oriented rather than program-oriented.  They make a concerted 
effort to discover, understand, and minister to the needs of their constituents and others 
whom they have chosen to serve. 
3. They involve their members in developing and carrying out their ministries.   
Members are given a variety of opportunities to get involved with programs and ministries 
inside and outside the four walls of their building. 
If large, the congregation is able to maintain an intimacy by being honeycombed with 
small groups dedicated to serving the differing needs of the members and those seg-
ments of the community they have chosen to target in their outreach ministries. 
 

In a nutshell, successful congregations are responsive religious organizations—they 
have structured themselves to be responsive to the needs of their current constituents, and to 
the needs felt by a well-defined segment of society.   They are responsive by understanding 
what those needs are, how they might function to satisfy certain needs, the process by which 
persons choose a congregation to satisfy their needs, how to develop ministries and commu-
nicate the need-satisfying ability of those ministries to a specific segment, and how to en-
sure that all this will take place within the context of a well-defined mission for the congre-
gation. 
 
Reflection Questions: 
1. Do we have a “clear sense of God’s mission” for us? 
2. Are we “people-oriented” or “program-oriented”? 
3. How well do we “involve members in developing and carrying out their ministries”? 
Whom do we “target in our outreach ministries”? 
 

Lastly, what are you willing to do in an effort to improve your ministry?

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June Church Council Highlights 
 

· The loan for physical plant improvements (approved at the 2010 January Congregational Meeting), has 
been finalized and monies received. They have been placed in a money market account that pays 1.25% 
 

· Council approved the replacement of the present hard of hearing system with a new mini FM transmitter  
      that may be heard on any FM receiver turned to that frequency just on SOTH property. This will allow 
      the sermon and proceedings to be heard in the nursery and also be used as in ear monitors at a much more  
      reasonable price than the present system and allow more flexibility too. 
 

· Council approved the change in distribution of Good Tidings. We will now encourage those that have  
       email to begin getting Good Tidings by email, this will save SOTH approximately $700.00 per year and 
       allow same day delivery (bulk mail has changed their method of delivery and it now takes between 1 and 
       2 weeks to be received in the mail).

For me, this year’s Synod Assembly was one of the most joyful, inspiring  and hopeful assemblies which I have ever 
attended.  
 

Our Assembly was Joyful because we received a new congregation, ordained a pastor, installed Lutheran Youth Or-
ganization officers, and recognized faithful ministers and ministries and more.  
 

Our Assembly was Inspiring because we reflected on the Faith Practices of the Church from the perspective of the 
leaders of our agencies and institutions including President James Echols (Lutheran School of Theology at Chicago), 
who spoke on Scripture and Witness, and President Steve Bahls (Augustana College), who spoke on Giving.

Our Assembly was Hopeful because our attendance was one of the highest ever with over 630 persons registered. The 
spirit was very cordial and hospitable.

There was little debate over any of the issues at hand, and the pro-
posed Synod budget of $2,479,000 passed unanimously! Thanks be to God.  
 

We are turning a corner from lamenting the painful 
departure of some congregational members and a few congregations to looking forward to what God has in store for us 
together in the future. The future is bright because the Northern Illinois Synod continues to do God’s work with our 
hands.  
 

We are a 
Gospel-centered Church!   
 

Through all of this we have rediscovered that we are a Church deeply committed to doing justice, loving kindness, and 
walking humbly with our God.
