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2012-2013 Internship Process 
 
On Jan. 26th, Shepherd of the Hill received confirmation that the Lutheran School of Theology at Chicago (LSTC) had 
received a copy of its internship application for the 2012-2013 academic year.   The congregation has made application 
for a “geographically restricted” intern, which means that the congregation will NOT be responsible for any housing 
costs normally assumed by the congregation.   This means a significant reduction in the cost of having a full-time intern! 
 

Now that the application has been received, here is what the process will be: 
 

1. The 2012 Internship Supervisor’s Conference will be held at LSTC on Feb. 16-17.  At that time, the Field Edu-
cation Office will provide information and training for prospective intern supervisors and pastors will interview 
potential intern students. 

2. Following the interviews, supervisors and students will submit their preference forms by the middle of March. 
3. The Field Education Office will assign interns and the assignments will be announced by the middle of April. 
4. All interns must begin their year of internship prior to September 1st, 2012.  It is anticipated that the intern as-

signed to Shepherd of the Hill will begin sometime during the month of August. 
 

In preparation for an intern, here are some things which the congregation ought to consider:   
 

1. The Church Council needs to appoint a Parish Internship Ministry Team (PITM) of five to eight people from a 
good cross-section of congregational members who will function like the intern’s Mutual Ministry Team.  The 
PIMT will provide guidance and direction, suggestions and support as to how the intern is doing.  In addition, 
the PIMT will provide written evaluations on the student’s progress. 

2. The PIMT will meet monthly and within the intern’s first month at Shepherd of the Hill, the intern will select 
one additional member to serve on the team. 

3. The PIMT will also make arrangements for a reception to welcome the intern.   
 

(NOTE:  The PIMT will be similar to the Ministry in Context Ministry Teams that have had oversight for our Ministry in 
Context students the past five years).
