​Being in relationship with God is more than just a once-a-week event. Just like​
​any relationship, regular communication is needed. I challenge you to create a​
​daily routine to prepare your hearts for God’s word.  This is something that can be​
​done in less than 20 minutes per day.  It just requires a time and place of quiet​
​(before the day begins or after the day has ended or even on the train coming​
​home from work).  The readings are designed to coordinate with the sermon​
​theme of the following week.  I invite you to follow each step Monday through​
​Saturday.​

​I. Invocation (Pray this each day):​
​Stir up your power, Lord Christ, and come.  By your merciful protection save us​
​from the threatening dangers of our sins, and enlighten our walk in the way of​
​your salvation, for you live and reign with the Father and the Holy Spirit, one​
​God, now and forever. Amen​

​You have been reminded that Jesus Christ is your Lord and that you are God’s​
​servant.  You are loved; you are forgiven; you are empowered; and now you are​
​sent to live as God’s faithful one.  Amen.​

​Reading through the Bible in two years.​
​The following readings are designed to lead the reader through the Bible over the​
​course of two years.  Each day there is a reading from the Psalms, the Old​
​Testament, and the New Testament.  The readings will be given for Monday​
​through Saturday.  Sunday will be a day of rest (and catch up if needed).​
